HIV Epidemic in the United States

· The first cases of what would later become known as AIDS were reported in the United States in June of 1981.

· More than 800,000 cases of AIDS have been reported in the United States.  

· 42% to 59% of people living with HIV/AIDS are not in regular care for HIV treatment.

· One third of those living with HIV/AIDS do not know they are HIV positive.

· Approximately 4,000 people have volunteered to participate in clinical 

      trials in the United States.
